8 Week Course Pobalscoil Rosmini

This 8 week course in Interior Design will give participants a thorough introduction to the main principles and elements of Interior Design.  The course is structured in an informal way, which allows plenty of time for participants to ask questions about their own homes.

The course takes you through the design process for your home, from the ideas stage i.e. “Concept Board” through the specifics and limitations of size/dimensions i.e. “Space Planning” to the real pieces you want to use in your rooms  i.e “Sample Boards”.  Students are encouraged to participate as fully as possible in the course by choosing a room in their home they would like to design.  Having completed these three boards at the end of the course, is a great starting point in the design process.   The class usually follows the format of a presentation followed by discussion and practical work.
